 Catchment Area: The roof of the building, where rainwater is collected. 

 Gutters and Downspouts direct the water from the roof to the storage system. 

 Storage Tanks store the collected rainwater which is somewhat above or below ground. 

 Filtration System is there fitted inside to ensure that debris and contaminants are 

removed from the water before it enters the storage tank. 

 Distribution System contains pipes that transport the stored rainwater to where it’s
